SUMMER IN EPHESIANS:

“Glorify God with Your Life”

Message Notes:
Jesus wants to expose us…His word is alive and active working to change 
and shape us (Hebrews 4:12-13)


• The process of healing can be uncomfortable, but we must lean into 
the pain of discomfort to experience full healing.


To live in a way that glorifies God with our life:

1) Walk with wisdom - move from dark to light and do not live foolishly (Prov. 

9:10, 2:9-10)

2) Discern God’s Will - Ephesians 5 encourages us to discern what is pleasing 

to the Lord…and to understand what the will of the Lord is. God has a plan 
for your life, you just need to seek it our and find understanding


3) Be filled with the Holy Spirit - (John 16:12-14; 1 Kings 19:11-13) To hear 
him, we must be close to him. Create silence and space to listen…he will 
guide you into all the truth
